Emotional Abuse and Neglect - 


Harmful parent-child interactions

Emotional abuse and neglect is an under-recognised, but actually common, form of child maltreatment.  Professionals in the field continue to find difficulty in operationally defining emotional abuse and neglect, and experience uncertainty about proving it legally to ensure child protection. There are also questions about the least detrimental intervention and therapy.  These difficulties have led to delays in recognition and protective intervention.  Emotional abuse and neglect are defined as persistent harmful parent-child harmful interactions, requiring no physical contact with the child.  Motivation to harm the child is not necessary for the definition.  In this lecture, Dr Danya Glasser, a leading expert in the field, will be discussing what is meant by emotional abuse and neglect and how and when can this be defined as significantly harmful for a child. She postulates that different categories of ill treatment respectively require different therapeutic intervention and that a family’s response to a time-limited trial of specific interventions will determine the need for statutory involvement, as well as providing a basis for litigation if this is required.  

Dr Danya Glaser is an honorary child & adolescent psychiatrist at Great Ormond Street Hospital for Children, London where for many years she headed an integrated child protection service working respectively with the identification and treatment of emotional abuse.  With her research team she is currently completing a follow up study of maltreated children who have been subject to care proceedings, and a study on the efficacy of training on emotional abuse.  She is updating her co-authored book on the evidence base on Attachment and Attachment Disorders in recognition and protective intervention.
