This year our conference will take the form of a study day with  
Professor Paul Hoggett
Paul is Professor of Politics and Director of the Centre for Psycho-Social Studies at the University of the West of England, Bristol. He is a psychoanalytic psychotherapist and group relations consultant. 

Outline of the day. 

The world appears to be in a state of semi-permanent economic, ecological and political crisis. Organisational life reflects this with its uncertainty and turbulence. It is hard for us as citizens and as organizational members not to succumb to a catastrophic state of mind. In this situation what contributes to the resilience of the individual and the group? This is the question which lies at the heart of this study day. Professor Hoggett will address it by drawing on different aspects of his own experience as researcher, organizational consultant and clinician.

The day will comprise three parts:

Part 1: Thinking Clinically: The Resilient Individual
Part 2: Thinking Organizationally: The Resilient Professional.
Part 3: Thinking Politically: A Resilient Society
In exploring these three dimensions we will keep in mind particular threads:

· the nature and role of narrative in constructing individual and group identity;
· the nature and role of ‘the ideal’ and of values
· the nature of hope and the internal resources that underpin it.
The conference will provide participants with the chance to reflect upon their work place and working practice and will be relevant to people working at all levels inside and outside organisations. The expectation is that diversity will enhance the experience of all participants.
